Old Time is a member of the Shropshire Hills Sustainable Business Scheme – a new scheme designed to encourage businesses which trade in a sustainable way and encourage them to do even more!
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All of the food that comes into the house is bought locally or grown in the garden or allotment.  Of the food that is bought, nearly all is local, good quality produce.   The breakfast menu gives details.  

Nearly all the light bulbs in the house are low energy and lights should be switched off whenever possible.  

Most types of rubbish can be re-cycled in Bishop’s Castle or fed to our hens or our dog!  It is therefore helpful for guests to put rubbish in the bedroom waste bins without wrapping it up so it can be disposed of properly. 
 Glass, paper, cardboard, bottles, tin and aluminium, plastic bottles and containers and tetra packs can all be re-cycled in town.  Food waste, when not suitable for the dog or hens, is collected for the bio-digester at Ludlow.
